CALL TO ORDER

The meeting was called to order by Delegate Kilgore at 3:05 pm. Motion by Mr. Vanover to include phone participants was seconded by Dr. Means.  Motion carried without dissent.  Quorum was verified. Members and interested parties introduced themselves. 

AGENDA AND MINUTES

The draft Agenda and Minutes of the March 11, 2015 meeting were reviewed and approved by unanimous vote following a motion by Dr. Means, seconded by Dr. Counts. 

ADDITIONAL ITEMS

Ed Morgan, Mayor of the Town of Abingdon, gave an update on the Alliance for Rural Health, formed to address a physician shortage and looming health care crisis in southwest Virginia. Mayor Morgan reported that Phase 1 of the Alliance plan is underway. The Alliance for Rural Health has brought together partners in education and health care, as well as local governments, to carry out an integrated strategy for economic development that centers on human capital. Ultimately, a full range of programs will be deployed. Edward Via College of Osteopathic Medicine (VCOM) already is active in medical education in the Core Region. VCOM is planning to expand its role, establishing residency programs at Johnston Memorial Hospital (JMH). In addition, East Tennessee State University is looking to expand its role and affiliation with JMH, which could provide further training and residency opportunities at JMH. Thus, in Phase 1, the Alliance will begin to build a sustainable continuum of physician education, including undergraduate clinical training; graduate medical education (residencies and fellowships); and continuing medical education programs. Additional academic partners will be added over time, as unmet needs not only in Medicine, but in fields such as Nursing, other Allied Health disciplines, Pharmacy, and Dentistry are more closely examined. In Phase 1, the focus is primarily on physician education; the first new graduate level Allied Health Programs at Emory & Henry’s new Marion Campus and Grundy Campus; and business / workforce development components.
Delegate Kilgore reported that a link to an online Conflict of Interest Training/Statement of Economic Interest will be send to members and that it is only necessary to complete this training and form once.

Dr. David Trump, Chief Deputy Commissioner for Public Health and Preparedness with the Virginia Department of Health, remarked on work of the Authority related to HB2316, which expanded the responsibilities and service area of the Authority. To meet its obligations under the bill, VDH is establishing a Regulatory Advisory Panel to spell out requirements for VDH and the Authority. VDH is requesting a representative on the Panel from the Authority, as well as members to represent business and local government in jurisdictions served by the Authority. Delegate Kilgore asked members who were interested in serving to contact him or Dr. Cantrell by Friday. He noted that the attorney general will be advising the group to ensure compliance with applicable laws and regulations.
Todd Norris and Anthony Keck talked about merger discussions between Wellmont and Mountain States. They announced that MSHA and Wellmont are creating four community work groups designed to provide public input as the two organizations continue to explore the creation of a new entity. The work groups are: mental health and addiction, healthy children and families, research and academics, and population health and healthy communities. The work groups will begin meeting in July and will continue through the end of 2015. The groups will be staffed by members of the organizations along with master’s and doctoral level students from ETSU. Members reviewed information about HB2316 Southwest Virginia Health Authority: Cooperative Agreements Evaluation and Approval Process and Timeline for Southwest Virginia Health Authority Review of Cooperative Agreements and received handouts outlining the information.
Dr. Cantrell presented Goals for Health Improvement and Health-Enabled Prosperity, Blueprint 2009/update 2011 (handout). Members briefly reviewed these goals and noted that the goals will be updated again when the Community Health Assessment/Community Health Improvement Plan (CHA/CHIP) is completed. Margie Tomann, Program Manager with the Healthy Appalachia Institute, spoke about the process that is being used in the CHA/CHIP. She said it is an evidence-based process with robust representation from the community, based on MAPP (Mobilizing for Action through Planning and Partnerships is a community-driven strategic planning process for improving community health). She said public meetings will take place from mid-July through mid-September.   

Dr. Cantrell announced the resignation of Susan Alford, Executive Director of the Southwest Virginia AHEC, who has been serving as staff to the Authority. She recommended Ms. Delilah McFadden to serve as interim replacement for Ms. Alford and there was no dissension.

Delegate Kilgore asked whether there was public comment. Hearing none, the meeting adjourned by consensus at 4:35 pm.
