CALL TO ORDER

There was a Call to Order by Delegate Kilgore at 3:05 pm. Motion by Dr. Henry to include phone participants was seconded by Dr. Means.  Motion carried without dissent.  Quorum was verified by roll call. Members and interested parties introduced themselves. 

AGENDA AND MINUTES

The previously distributed draft Agenda and Minutes of the December 10, 2014 meeting were reviewed and approved by unanimous vote following a motion by Mr. Belcher, seconded by Dr. Henry. 

ADDITIONAL ITEMS

Williamson, WV was a winner of the 2014 Robert Wood Johnson Foundation Culture of Health Prize that honors the efforts and accomplishments of communities that are making great strides for healthier people and families. Darrin McCormick and Vickie Hatfield made a presentation to members about their community in the heart of central Appalachia coal country. Williamson is committed to improving health and expanding economic development through the Williamson Health and Wellness Center, the anchor institution of Sustainable Williamson. As a regional Health Innovation HUB, WHWC actively links health and entrepreneurship. To ensure at-risk residents have access to healthy foods, a community garden built next to a low-income housing facility offers neighbors an opportunity to grow fruits and vegetables. Williamson’s monthly 5k races and lunch walk program challenge residents to make physical activity part of their everyday lives. Community health workers serve as liaisons between doctors and patients, empowering residents to live healthier lifestyles. Duke University, CMS and the Mingo County Diabetes Coalition have partnered to create a healthier community by reducing the impact of Type 2 diabetes on residents, improve diabetes care in Williamson and reduce healthcare costs for healthcare organizations and residents. Already, 
the Diabetes Coalition is marking improvements in diabetes control. Inspiring stories from Williamson serve as motivation for community health efforts throughout our region. 

Delegate Kilgore said that the General Assembly had a good legislative session, much of it budget-driven. He went on to talk about HB2316, new legislation that expands responsibilities of the SVHA. This bill authorizes the SVHA to receive and review applications for approval of proposed cooperative agreements submitted by two or more hospitals and to provide recommendations to the State Health Commissioner regarding the approval of such applications. It also adds Smyth County, Washington County and the City of Bristol to the jurisdictions participating in the Authority and adds the CEO of Clinch Valley Medical Center to the Authority board. Members discussed that additional meetings might be required to fulfill these responsibilities and that care must be taken to follow guidelines about publishing notices, taking public comments, developing a record, and making a timely recommendation to the Commissioner of Health. Regional health goals must be submitted to the Commissioner 30 days prior to the submission of any recommendation concerning a proposed collaborative agreement, so a meeting to discuss goals will be scheduled very soon and members will be notified.

Susan Alford from Southwest Virginia AHEC introduced Stuart Burrill, ACA In-Person-Assister for Lee, Dickenson and Buchanan counties.  
Authority meeting dates for 2015 were confirmed: June 10, 2015; September 9, 2015; December 9, 2015.
